SUBJECT: SUPPORT FOR INCLUSION OF I-15/BASE LINE INTERCHANGE IN THE SURFACE
TRANSPORTATION REAUTHORIZATION ACT

Dear Congressman Dreier:

On behalf of the City of Rancho Cucamonga, this letter serves to formally request $5.3 million in funding in the upcoming sur-
face transportation reauthorization legislation for the 1-15 and Base Line Road Interchange project. The City of Rancho Cuca-
monga, in collaboration with the San Bernardino Associated Governments (SANBAG), is working to secure state and federal funding
for this critical project. We request your support and continued leadership in assisting our region with our transportation and infra-
structure needs. For the upcoming surface transportation reauthorization act, we respectfully request your support for the 1-15/Base
Line Interchange project for federal funding. A letter confirming SANBAG’s commitment to this project is included with our request.

The enhancement of the 1-15/Base Line Interchange is of critical importance to San Bernardino County. Funding is needed to improve
this heavily congested interchange, prepare for the future widening of 1-15, reduce traffic congestion, and improve freight movement
through the region. This project will provide safe access to regional destinations, reduce emergency vehicle response times, and pro-
mote economic development. Investing in infrastructure is particularly important during these difficult economic times. The esti-
mated total project cost is $43,119,000 of which the City of Rancho Cucamonga is providing a 71% local match. Other funding
committed to the project includes $7,431,500 in Federal Appropriations and SAFETEA-LU; $9,800,000 from San Bernardino
County Measure | 2010-2040; $15,916,000 from the City of Rancho Cucamonga and Redevelopment Agency; and $4,000,000
from neighboring City of Fontana.

As part of the environmental review process for the 1-15/Base Line Interchange project, the City of Rancho Cucamonga will
allow opportunities for public review and comment. It is anticipated that this public comment period will occur in September
20009.

Thank you for your consideration of the City of Rancho Cucamonga and SANBAG’s joint request for the 1-15/Base Line Interchange.
